As the market is now 
showing fewer listings and more sales, Robyn predicts that 2009 will show 13% decline, with 2010 only at 
2%.  There is definitely a softer housing demand; however home prices will continue to adjust.  For more 
detailed and up to date information visit www.cmhc.ca …..always a great resource and very user friendly.
